Sample incidents from the copious information received by the organizations and which warrant investigation:

An incident on January 5, 2009, in which the home of the Asmuni family was bombed. Some 70 people were in the house during the bombing. Several days earlier, it had been reported that the same people had been herded by soldiers into the house at gunpoint.

An incident on January 6, 2009: Bombing of the UNWRA Al-Fahura School which was being used to shelter hundreds of residents who had been evacuated from their homes. Between 30 and 40 people were killed during the bombing. From investigations conducted by the IDF, it transpired that contrary to what was originally claimed, the building had not been fired from. The same investigations raise suspicions that that the decision to fire on the school, in the clear knowledge that it was likely to lead to civilian casualties, was taken contrary to the principle of discrimination and the principle of proportionality.

From January 3, 2009, the prevention of access by rescue teams to the injured: Despite repeated appeals by the Red Cross and human rights organizations to the IDF concerning the wounded and bodies that needed to be evacuated urgently from the Azaytoun neighborhood, it was only four days later, on January 7, 2009, that emergency medical teams were given access. Some of those wounded died as they waited to be rescued. Members of their families, among them small children, who were at their side, watched their bodies, helpless to do anything. The Red Cross rescue teams found small children at death's door beside their mothers' bodies, only 80 meters from an IDF post.
